(C) The eligible legislative body shall not require public comments to be submitted in advance of the meeting and shall provide an opportunity for the public to address the legislative body and offer comments in real time.
(D) Notwithstanding Section 54953.3, an individual desiring to provide public comment through the use of an internet website, or other online platform, not under the control of the eligible legislative body, that requires registration to log in to a teleconference may be required to register as required by the third-party internet website or online platform to participate.
(E) (i) An eligible legislative body that provides a timed public comment period for each agenda item shall not close the public comment period for the agenda item, or the opportunity to register, pursuant to subparagraph (D), to provide public comment until that timed public comment period has elapsed.
(ii) An eligible legislative body that does not provide a timed public comment period, but takes public comment separately on each agenda item, shall allow a reasonable amount of time per agenda item to allow public members the opportunity to provide public comment, including time for members of the public to register pursuant to subparagraph (D), or otherwise be recognized for the purpose of providing public comment.
(iii) An eligible legislative body that provides a timed general public comment period that does not correspond to a specific agenda item shall not close the public comment period or the opportunity to register, pursuant to subparagraph (D), until the timed general public comment period has elapsed.

Chief Schroeder shared that for the area in Q3 there were 1293 incidents and an average of 14.1 incidents per day for station 41.  Vacant structure fires are up for single family and commercial bldgs.  They are responding to a lot of rubbish fires and they are concerned due to the Santa Anna winds that are coming.  If you have to evacuate, be prepared because it’s hard to get resources into the area when the streets are congested.  There was a fire September 25 because an individual left the barbecue on all night, the fire ran up the side of the house and into the attic.

MCRA/SMMC re: Measure H- CFD 2024-1 East of Sepulveda Pass to Griffith Park:  To preserve local habitat and wildlife corridors before they are lost to development, increase local fire prevention/protection services including clearing dry brush; maintain local open space, springs and creeks; enhance park ranger patrols for safety, wildfire and crime prevention; shall the Mountains Recreation and Conservation Authority measure renewing and establishing a $65 special tax only for fifteen years be adopted, providing $1,857,000 annually with independent citizen oversight and all money spent in the Santa Monica Mountains/Hollywood Hills east of 405 freeway. Supporters: Citizens for Los Angeles Wildlife (CLAW) Chair; Hillside Federation Chairman; Friends of Griffith Park. Opponents: None submitted. 

Presentation by Paul Edelman, Chief of Natural Resources and Planning (edelman@smmc.ca.gov); James Latham, MRCA Sworn Park Ranger (James.Latham@mrca.ca.gov); Richard Shelton, Fire Division (Richard.shelton@mrca.ca.gov) Discussion and Vote:  

Paul Edelman shared that measure H is a key funding source through a community facilities district that only includes this area from Griffith Park to the 405 Fwy (CFD 1).  It’s a area where MRCA buys land and manages land.  They emphasize habitat linkages and trying to tie all the property together to get Griffith Park, and Hollywood Hills West Neighborhood Council which is Wildlife Corridor Central.  There are gaps between public lands his role in the planning division is to monitor developments and buy more land using Community Facilities District money.  There has been a lot of concentration in Laurel Canyon and Cahuenga Pass.  MRCA is the only entity doing anything about land acquisitions working through entitlement projects or spending money.  There was a recent acquisition where the owner sold for back taxes.  There is a conservation easement from a project by the two Hollywood Reservoirs that was transferred to Citizens for Los Angeles Wildlife.  They also get deed restrictions through the Mulholland Design Review Board.  They will be installing a fence around the Universal Overlook because of the problems at night.

James Latham shared that he runs the Operations division which includes maintenance, law enforcement Rangers.  The current CFD is fading and should be supported and approved.  It’s the only funding source for everything they do on Mulholland and in the properties in the area which includes maintenance, graffiti removal and enforcement.  They also have a fire division and on Red Flag days Rangers and fire staff in fire engines patrol to be preventative.  Rangers have the option and ability to issue citations or make arrest when needed.

c. RUNYON CANYON: UPDATE ON 3003 Runyon Canyon development.  South Valley Planning Commission approved this project despite multiple objections by members of the community including Hillside Federation as well as HHWNC’s legitimate request for a postponement due to our late notification.  They also denied receiving correspondence submitted our president on behalf of the ten years of positions taken by our HHWNC Boards. Letters were re-submitted and thereafter quickly acknowledged as received – but clearly not taken into consideration therefore denying postponement and our stakeholders a voice. Appeals Deadline: Friday, October 18th.   SMMC and MRCA have submitted appeals to their decision.  Presenters: Paul Edelman, SMMC Chief of Natural Resources and Planning (edelman@smmc.ca.gov; Garrett Weinstein, Mountain Recreation and Conservation Authority, (garrett.weinstein@mcra.ca.gov). Discussion and VOTE:   
Anastasia Mann shared there is a large development on the hillside when you enter from the Mulholland Area of Runyon Canyon.  This issue has been ongoing for approximately 10 years.  The applicant owns the land and was originally restricted to the to historically preserved residence.  Now we want to build a very large development which reduces the living space and add a large basement which will require lots of ground movement and getting trucks in and out and blockage of the route of wildlife.  HHWNC Submitted letters that South Valley denied receiving.  After resubmission, they apologized stating they had received them.

Paul Edelman shared that MRCA and the Santa Monica Mountains Conservancy, successfully submitted appeals to the Planning dept.  This is precedent setting project that doesn’t belong here.  This is an 8,000 sq ft project with a couple acres of brush clearance.  Some of which goes on to public land and permanently scarifying the park.  The city is under no obligation to give ethe developer 8,000 sq ft of development space on a site that already has a house and allowing the hillside ordinance, Mulholland Specific Plan and all the other protections in place to be tossed out the window.  The project will be appealed to the Plum Committee and then City Council.

iii. Runyon Restrooms Update, Description: City staff will give an update on the Runyon Canyon Park restrooms project. [presentation deck attached] Mehmet Berker shared there was a different location referred to as parking for park monitors that was investigated and wasn’t feasible due to the necessity to have an ADA compliant path of travel to the entrance.  Rec and Parks looked into other locations and determined that the selected location is the best location. Topic Description: Historic preservation update on Taco Bell Project on Hollywood Blvd. Cheryl Holland shared a presentation demonstrating how HHWNC and work successfully with business owners and where they could touch upon historic resources. Businesses go to the PLUM committee before the full board and then downtown for final approval. Typically, businesses are seeking licensing approval or variances for projects in the community. There are several historic and cultural buildings scattered throughout the community that have been identified, designated of both. i. Topic Description: Hamburger House/AVIVA NPG
This grant aims to enhance safety measures at the Wallis House by installing security cameras at the Home and providing security orientations for residents. Wallis House is the only housing program in Hollywood designed to support women and their children transitioning out of homelessness into independent living. Each year, it serves over two hundred individuals facing homelessness, domestic violence, and other crises. The requested funding will improve the quality of life and provide peace of mind for clients, staff, and the surrounding community.

Located on a busy street in Hollywood, Wallis House encounters unique security challenges due to high tourism levels. Installing security cameras will deter potential criminal activity and foster a sense of safety among residents and neighbors. By educating residents on reporting suspicious activity and maintaining situational awareness, AFCS aims to cultivate a supportive atmosphere that promotes healing and personal growth for the women living in the program while benefiting the entire community.

Priscilla Valencia shared that AVIVA family and children services is in Hollywood but serve the entire community through a variety of different programs and services.  Mainly mental health.  They also have an interim supportive housing program in Hollywood and a foster and adoption programs which they have been doing advocacy around. They opened a youth drop-in center which is a place for unhoused youth to come for a warm meal, shower or do laundry. Wallace House is a supportive housing program for women and children. These women often come from domestic violence. The grant will allow them to purchase securing cameras and a programmatic element which is already in the works to ensure they are building on safety, education, and training.

Motion: The Hollywood Hills West Neighborhood Council (HHWNC) approves the Neighborhood Purposes Grant (NPG) request from the Hamburger Home dba Aviva Family and Children’s Services (AFCS) for $5,000 to support enhanced safety measures at the Wallis House (1701 Camino Palmero St, located in Area 6), a 36-bed interim Supportive Housing Program for women and their children transitioning out of homelessness into independent living.

Graham Rossmore that the Tom LaBonge Headworks complex will be home of a future park and education facility which will include recreation paths, park space, shaded meeting and eating areas. Number 1 of the Executive Directive, under “Introduction,” should state (as an amended Section Q) that projects must meet a minimum Tier 2, Transit Oriented Corridor (TOC) qualification to be considered. 2. Number 1 of the Executive Directive, under “Introduction,” should state (as an amended Section D. (1)-(3)) that parcels located in the following types of zones, or parcels subject to conditions as a result of these types of zones, should be restricted: 1. An Alquist-Priolo Zone 2. A flood zone 3. Zones with substandard street adjacency 3. Number 1 of the Executive Directive, under “Introduction,” should state (as an amended Section E. 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'ARTIAL ANALYSIS OF MEASURE H
By Dawyn R. Harrison, County Counsel

Approval of Measure H ("Measure") would authorize the Governing Board ("Board") of the Mountains
Recreation and Conservation Authority ("MRCA"), to impose a special tax ("Tax") of $65 per year, for a period
of not more than fifteen years, on all taxable developed real property within the Mountains Recreation and
Conservation Authority Community Facilities District No. 2024-1 ("CFD"), located in the Santa Monica
Mountains west of Griffith Park and east of Interstate 405 ("Area"). The MRCA placed the Measure on

the ballot by Resolution No. 24-91, "Resolution of the Governing Board of the Mountains Recreation and
Conservation Authority Ordering an Election on a Special Tax, Establishing Specifications of the Election
Order, and Requesting Consolidation With Other Elections Occurring on Tuesday, November 5, 2024," adopted
by the Board on July 10, 2024.

Proceeds of the Tax will be used for the purposes of maintaining, improving, servicing, protecting, and
preserving open space, parkland, wildlife corridors, natural habitats, lands, waters and facilitics owned, managed
or maintained by the MRCA within the Arca; financing the acquisition of additional lands and protection of
lands from development in the Arca; park ranger patrols and scrvices; fire prevention and fire protection
services; and paying any administrative or incidental expenses related to the aforementioned purposes.

Developed parcels subject to the Tax are real property with improvements for residential, commercial or other
purposes. The Tax will not be levied on any undeveloped property or non-taxable property in the Arca. A low-
income exemption s available in accordance with the Measure. The Tax shall be collected annually through the
County of Los Angeles property tax bill in the same manner as the County property taxes are collected,

and subject to the same penalties. In the event a property owner within the CFD believes that the portion of the
Tax levied on their property is in crror, the property owner may file a written appeal by no later than June 30 of
the fiscal year in which the levy occurred with the Exceutive Officer of the MRCA.

Tax procecds shall be deposited in a separate account in accordance with Government Code section 50075.1.
The MRCA will submit an annual report to the Board showing the amount of proceeds collected and expended,
and the status of any projects required or authorized to be funded from the Tax in accordance with Government
Code section 50075.3.

We, the Hollywood Hills West Neighborhood Council declare that on October 16, 2024,
a Brown Act noticed public meeting was held by the Hollywood Hills Neighborhood
Council with a current quorum of 12 board members present and that by a vote of:

Hollywood Hills West Neighborhood Council hereby requests the Mayor of Los Angeles,
Karen Bass and the Los Angeles City Council to urgently revise Executive Directive 1
(ED 1) in order to protect our most vulnerable residents, and to consider constraints on
existing and long term emergency planning efforts. While the Hollywood Hills West
Neighborhood Council recognizes the need to address the housing crisis in Los
Angeles, it's important to consider equitable access to emergency services, equitable
developments that are not affordable at the cost of being hazardous, and fine-tuning
negative policy impacts on our low-income, marginalized and long-term residents.

The Board of Hollywood Hills West Neighborhood Council (HHWNC) opposes the ED 1
Ordinance unless amended to include the following amendments and guidelines:

Amendments:

1. Define terms of affordability per state mandated use of HUD figures using actual
dollar amounts per project when presented, at the time of application or vesting,
and include on the Los Angeles City website for public access

2. The following zones and property/parcel conditions should ot qualify for ED1
ministerial approval: substandard street adjacency, high-fire zones, flood-risk
Zones, properties that fall within an Alquist-Priolo Zone, inadequate soil
conditions, historic structures, and historic overlay zones. Additionally, no ED1
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developments should be within 100-feet of any such historic structures or historic
overlay zones.

3. Require ED 1 projects meet minimum Tier 2 TOC qualification

4. Create a monitoring System to enforce post-development affordability of units.
and establish a publicly accessible database of affordable units (i.e. units subject
to regulatory agreements that include rental restrictions for any number of years.)
Any projects that benefit from ministerial procedure should have resulting
affordable units monitored and enforced for maintaining affordability.

5. The provisions of (L) will extend to all rent-controlled and/or affordable units
subject to rental restrictions.

Projects that don't meet these requirements under ED 1 should go through discretionary
approval, under obligations of meeting health and safety standards, maintaining
accessible emergency services, and providing equitable standards of housing
regardless of affordability. Per AB 686, the duty of Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing
“requires all state and local public agencies to facilitate deliberate action to explicitly
address, combat, and relieve disparities resulting from past patters of segregation to
foster more inclusive communities,” which the Hollywood Hills West Neighborhood
Council interprets to include the mitigation of risk-imposing housing.

HHWNC is in support of the above amendments to guide the implementation of ED1

City officials, City Council and City Planning, and Mayor Karen Bass, should urgently
address the s in an immediate manner due to the
streamlined nature of these developments underway, that have immediate effects on
our residents.
